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How can we plant with the               waterbox
The start:
· Choose the planting place

· Select the objective

· Anti-erosion / wood / medicines / rubber / energy / CO₂ capture / fruit / recovery of ecologic structures / or a combination of these items

· Choose the tree variety(ies )

· Make a planting plan

· Organize the financing
After you found the financing:

· Choose the tree supplier

· Select the right quality: good roots in a 9 cm diameter pot (= a high water absorbing capacity) including a small plant (= little evaporation) or an even smaller tree with roots in a plug
· You can plant year round

· Take care that you get fresh planting material all along the planting period

· Organize good and qualified personnel

· Make a good and clear manual including a planting plan for everybody involved

· Organize good quality and professional planting tools

· Take care of having sufficient water to fill the boxes after planting
The planting process:

· If you plant without the capillary drill, clean the top layer of the soil by cutting away the weeds, but do not get into the soil or pull the weeds

· Don’t destroy the capillary

· Make a planting hole in the middle of max 10 cm deep and 8 cm wide

· Put the sapling with its roots in the planting hole and fill the rest with the loose soil/stones while pushing them to the roots

· If you plant on rocks, find a place where there is a separation between two rocks

· Pour a few liters of water through the open center of the Groasis waterbox, and ensure that the tree and its root make good contact with the soil

· Put the Groasis waterbox without its top on the soil

· Put some stones in the Groasis waterbox to prevent it from being blown away

· Add water in it until it overflows
· Put the top on the Groasis waterbox and carefully close it to avoid unnecessary evaporation

· Add the two tubes in the top openings

· Add some 3 liter of extra water on the top, this will go into the open center of the box and take care that the whole soil below the bottom of the box becomes humid
As soon as the tree starts growing fast

· As soon as the tree starts growing fast the roots are deep enough to let the tree grow on its own without the Groasis waterbox
· Remove the Groasis waterbox and bring it to the next planting place

· We expect the Groasis waterbox to survive around 5 to 10 years so that you can plant around 5 to 10 trees with it
