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What can we plant with the                waterbox
The Groasis waterbox can be used for 

· Seed

· Young vegetables

· Young trees (saplings)
The clever idea of the Groasis waterbox is that it is based on using natural principles. This means that the instrument captures rain and condensation, stimulates capillary activity under the plant, minimizes evaporation around the plant, prevents competitive weeds and moderates the exposure of the roots to outside temperatures: not too hot during the day and not too cold during the night. All these principles are a copy of what happens with a seed sown by a bird.

In nature the seed first develops the root before it develops the plant. The logic of this is that a plant provides itself first with water before it starts to evaporate water.

This means that if we use the Groasis waterbox we have to plant our plants

as small as possible.

Choosing plants in balance with the local conditions
If we want to reforest the world then we need to consider which plants, bushes or trees can survive without help after their roots have found the capillary water. Some of them can be used world wide and some of them only survive in specific regions. To choose a variety to plant we just have to look around us to see which old plants, bushes or trees survive without help. If we plant them with the Groasis waterbox they can survive later on without its help. Beside this we can choose plants which have proven to be strong in extreme circumstances. Our decision can be influenced by different criteria:

1. Can we expect this plant to survive without help after it has started with the Groasis waterbox?

2. Do we want to plant in order to restore nature (promote wild life and combat erosion) only?

3. Do we want to have a double objective: restoring nature and economically viable?

4. If so, do we want to plant trees for fruit or for wood?
5. If so, which fruit or wood is wanted in the local and world market?
Once we have answered these questions we can define the number of plants per hectare, produce them, install the Groasis waterbox and plant. Of course we have to use nature again by planting one month before the annual rain period can be expected.

As soon as we see that the tree starts growing rapidly we know that it has found enough capillary water to survive with. We then simply lift the box and put it, with a new sapling, on the next place. This process can be continued over and over and in this way we can plant with one Groasis waterbox between 5 to 10 trees during its lifetime. That is really sustainable.
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
